JEF Scholarship Scheme 

 

Objective:

The Journalism Education Foundation provides financial assistance to selected journalists every year to help them further their studies locally, with a view to fulfilling the foundation’s mission of promoting the overall standards of the profession and nurturing talented journalists. 

 
The foundation provides financial support to help Hong Kong journalists* pursue journalism-related programmes in Hong Kong that lead to the award of a diploma, bachelor’s degree or master’s degree.
(1)Total scholarship amount HK$180,000: each successful applicant will receive two-thirds of tuition or HK$60,000, whichever is lower.
 

(2) Eligibility: 

Applicants must be holders of Hong Kong permanent identity cards; they must have at least 3 years of full-time experience in journalism in Hong Kong. Eligibility is not assessed on the basis of gender, age or level of education. Preference will be given to reporters and editors working for newspapers, television and radio stations. Journalists working in other media such as books or magazines may also apply, but acceptance of their applications will be at the sole discretion of the Selection Committee.  Applications from full time undergraduate students will not be considered.

 (* Journalists include news editors, reporters, news producers, graphic designers and photographers, etc.)

(3) Selection Criteria:

Preference will be given to: 

(i) Working journalists, followed by part-time/freelance journalists, and then former journalists; 

(ii)  Applicants with longer working experience in Hong Kong; 

(iii)  First-time applicants; 

(iv) Applicants whose chosen programmes are directly related to their current fields of work; and 

(v) Applicants who will work primarily for the Hong Kong media after completing their studies. 

 

(4) Programme Type:

The programme’s content must be related to journalism.  The chosen programme must be conducted in Hong Kong and recognised by the Hong Kong SAR Government.

 

(5) Application Period:

Applications are open from February 1 to March 31 each year.  The Selection Committee may take two months to process the applications.

 

(6) Application Method:

Apart from the application form, applicants have to submit a proposal containing the following information: a detailed description of the chosen programme, the applicant’s expectations of the programme and confidential recommendation forms from two referees.  Applicants should send the documents to the JEF secretariat by post.
(7) Scholarship Payment:

The scholarship will be paid by instalments. The first instalment will be paid after photocopies of relevant documents including admission notices and tuition receipts are submitted.  The last instalment will be paid after the Foundation has received the following: (a) a document or certificate issued by the school concerned certifying that the scholarship recipient has completed the programme satisfactorily; and (b) a report by the scholarship recipient on his learning experience and itemised expenditure.

(8) Document and Report Submission:

Each successful applicant is required to submit the photocopies of document and report as stipulated in (a) and (b) of item 7 within four weeks after the completion of the programme. The report should detail how he/she has benefited from the programme. 

 

(9) If a successful applicant is unable to attend or complete his/her studies for whatever reason, he/she must return the scholarship funds in full.
